The project offer a fractal model based on the
principles of organisms in nature to provide a
rethinkingoftheurbandesertdesign,andinparticular
the urban renewal of the town of Yerucham. The
urban and structural model provide the tools for the
local community to self-sustain and to create new

opportunities inherent in the human connections.
